Salaries Up By 6.7% in

T his article presents an analysis of the 964 usable replies which
were returned by the membership for our CIC Salary Survey
for 1998. The questionnaires for this survey were distributed
late in 1998 along with the membership fee invoices for 1999.

As in previous years, survey replies were separated unopened as
received, and were opened and processed by CIC staff at a later date
to ensure anonymity to respondents.

Overview

Table 1 presents an overview of all usable replies. Changes from
1998 over 1997 for the various categories in the survey must be
interpreted with some caution, particularly for the categories with few
respondents, because of changes in participation from year to year.
(The 1997 CIC Salary Survey appeared in ACCN, May 1998, pp. 30-
34)

Year of Graduation

Table 2 analyzes annual earnings as reported by all participants
according to the year of graduation (bachelor’s degree or equivalent)
from 1954 to 1998. Data are reported for average, median, quartiles
and deciles. Readers may combine the data in Tables 1 and 2 to apply
the results to their own circumstances.

Other Categories

Tables 3, 4, 5 and 6 extend the analysis by examining various categories
within the chemical professions. Please note that data in these Tables
has been smoothed by the use of the five-year moving average
technique; e.g. the data reported for 1980 is obtained by averaging
all relevant replies for 1978-1982 inclusive, and the data for 1981 reports
the averages for 1979-1983.

Employment Sector Analysis

Table 7 breaks down average incomes by employment sector: academia,
government, consulting and industry. These four categories are broken
down further for more detailed analysis. Responsibilities listed in
Table 8 may be combined with these figures to determine more
precise averages.

Transience
Table 9 looks at the movement of workers in the workforce.

Comments on Participation Levels

Membership response to the 1998 survey was almost 4% lower than
the participation for the 1997 CIC Salary Survey (1005 responses).
Over the last 20 years, there has been a declining trend in the number
of replies received to our annual survey. In 1978, 2774 replies were
processed. The greatest decline in responses has been in the industrial
sector. Some of this decline is due to the overall decrease in CIC
membership levels.

Again, we express our thanks to those who took the time to complete
and return the questionnaire. The analysis is only as good as the data
supplied, and we ask non-participants who will read this summary of
survey results to participate in future surveys.

Apercu

Le tableau 1 présente un apergu des réponses utilisables. Les changements
constatés en 1998 par rapport a 1997 pour les diverses catégories doivent étre
interprétés avec précaution, particuliérement dans les catégories comptant peu
de répondants, parce que les participants ne sont pas nécessairement les
mémes d’une année a I'autre.

Année d’obtention du dipléme

Le tableau 2 présente une analyse des revenus annuels en fonction de I'année
d'obtention du dipléme (baccalauréat ou I'équivalent) de 1954 a 1998. Les
données ont été calculées de maniére a donner la moyenne, la médiane, les
quartiles et les déciles. Les lecteurs peuvent combiner les données des tableaux
1 et 2 pour les adapter a leur situation personnelle.

Autres catégories

Les tableaux 3, 4, 5 et 6 étendent I'analyse aux diverses catégories professionnelles
de la chimie. Veuillez noter que les données ont été lissées en utilisant la
technique de la moyenne mobile de cing ans. Ainsi, les données indiquées
pour 1980 sont obtenues en faisant la moyenne de toutes les réponses
pertinentes de 1978 & 1982 inclusivement, et les données de 1981, en faisant
la moyenne des réponses de 1979 a 1983.

Analyse par secteurs d’activité

Le tableau 7 donne les salaires moyens par secteurs d’activité : enseignement,
gouvernement, consultation et industrie. Ces quatre catégories ont a leur tour
été réparties en sous-catégories pour permettre une analyse plus détaillée. Les
responsabilités listées au tableau 2 peuvent étre combinées avec les chiffres
du tableau 8 pour établir des moyennes plus précises.

Migrations
Le tableau 9 examine le mouvement des travailleurs.

Commentaires sur le degré de participation

Le taux de réponse au Sondage sur I'emploi et les salaires de 1998 est presque
de 4 % inférieur a celui du sondage de 1997. Depuis 20 ans, le nombre de
réponses regues & notre sondage annuel a tendance a décliner. En 1978,
nous avions traité 2 774 réponses. La baisse la plus importante a été constatée
dans le secteur industriel. Une partie de cette chute est cependant attribuable
a la réduction du nombre de membres de I'lCC.

Encore une fois, nous tenons a remercier tous ceux et celles qui ont pris
quelques instants pour remplir et retourner le questionnaire. L'analyse ne vaut
que ce que valent les données obtenues et nous demandons a ceux et celles
qui n’ont pas répondu au dernier sondage et qui en liront les résultats de bien
vouloir participer aux sondages futurs.
